Although it is not required, we 
strongly recommend the purchase of 
software for at home practice.  The 
basic version is $199 and the 
deluxe version is $359. Both 
versions feature six interactive 
computer games which develop and 
reinforce note reading and ear 
training.  The centerpiece of the 
software features six different levels 
of learning to read music, with over 
50 songs on the basic version and 
over 300 on the deluxe!  A computer, 
a keyboard with general midi 
capability and a USB-midi interface 
cable are needed to run the program.
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
